Green signs to play at Texas A&M-Corpus Christi

Highland point guard Tim Green, a key cog in the Cougars' past two runs to the NJCAA national tournament in Hutchinson, Kan., has signed a National Letter of Intent to play at Texas A&M-Corpus Christi the next two years.

Green was second on the team in both scoring (11.2 ppg) and assists (1 per game) last season.

Green wasn't the only Cougar the Islanders had their eyes on. Highland coach Pete Norman said the Corpus Christi coaching staff asked him about guard Laron Frazier when the team was in Hutchinson this March.

But when coach Ronnie Arrow and his staff moved on to the University of South Alabama, it was the new staff at Corpus Christi that began calling about Green. Perry Clark is the Islanders' new coach.

“It was kind of an interesting deal,” Norman said. “The other staff showed interest in Laron at Hutch, then when the staffs switched they asked about Tim.”

The Islanders are the defending champions of the Southland Conference. Freeport graduate Brent Holder plays for Southland rival Texas State.

Corpus Christi was a No. 15 seed in this year's NCAA tournament, giving No. 2 Wisconsin a major scare with an 18-point first half lead before eventually losing.

Clark cited Green's history as a winner as one his best assets. Green, who played his high school ball at Chicago Simeon, has never experienced a losing season.

“We felt like we really took care of some immediate needs,” Clark stated in a press release. “Tim is a veteran point guard with big-time experience. He has been a winner in both high school and junior college.”

	

	


Green had his ups and downs while at Highland, sometimes finding himself in Norman's dog house but often working his way out with a clutch performance.

Norman has long maintained that individual coaching at the Division-I level will remove any inconsistencies from Green's game.

“I really think Tim will be better and better at the next level as long as he makes the commitment,” Norman said. “He needs a lot of individual attention. He's certainly got the tools to get better and better. He's a very good kid and he's gonna be good.”
