Highland's Stojakovic signs with Morehead State
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Nikola Stojakovic is the latest to join the parade of Highland men's basketball players en route to an NCAA Division I program next season.

The sophomore point guard committed to Morehead State this weekend during his official visit to the Kentucky campus.

For the Serbian native, the chance to play D-I basketball is the culmination of a dream he has pursued ever since he arrived in the United States. While those aspirations originally focused on playing somewhere bigger, Stojakovic feels he found the right fit at the Ohio Valley Conference school.

“Maybe I (originally) expected to sign with a high-major D-I school,” Stojakovic said. “But it's better to find a place to play than sit on the bench.”

Stojakovic said Morehead State began making its move on him over the course of the past two weeks. That timeframe is no coincidence, because it's the same amount of time that new coach Donnie Tyndall has been in charge of the Eagles' program.

Tyndall takes over a team that struggled to a mark of 4-23 last season. But Stojakovic was sold on being a player who could help turn the program in the right direction.
